ASSIGNMENT 4:
ELEMENTS AND PRINCIPLES – MACRO DIGITAL PHOTOGRAPHY 

TIME FRAME:
APPROX. 3 CLASSES

Your assignment is to take pictures (as a group) of the following terms. Your group can have no more than 4 people, and MUST include at least one person who does not sit at the same table as you).

At first you should discuss the meanings of the terms as a group (it will be helpful to have someone in your group who has taken an art course). Divide the terms up equally amongst the group members.
You will be given a hall pass as a group, and take pictures of the 14 words.  Be as CREATIVE and UNUSUAL as possible.  You MUST stay in permitted areas.  
The purpose of this assignment is to learn about macro (close-up) photography. Your goal is that the subject of the pictures should be unrecognizable, but still interesting – the pictures should show how each term appears in the details of your surroundings.

You will need to use the macro setting on your camera (usually a picture of a flower). 
MACRO TIPS

· Turn flash off

· Get close
· Zoom in
· Have steady hands / use tripod
· Have distance between subject and background
· Experiment
· Crop to remove distractions
The final step is to make a presentation of the pictures (as a group), which will be handed in for marks. The presentation should include:

· title
· group members names

· the picture and which word it represents

· the name of the person who took the picture
