Assignment #6 – Exposure Compensation and White Balance Project

The assignment is to learn how to easily adjust exposure and whites when your camera gets them wrong.
PART A – Exposure Compensation

QUESTIONS – PART A 
1. What makes a technically ‘perfect’ exposed picture?

2. What does a histogram look like for a technically ‘perfect’ picture?

3. How do you interpret histograms?

4. What is an easy way to check the exposure?

ASSIGNMENT  - PART A

· Take a photo of the same “scene” 3 times:

· Underexposed  (as – as your camera goes)

· Properly exposed (don’t just trust your camera for this

· Overexposed (as + as your camera goes)

*Remember - All photos should be interesting, in focus, and obey the rule of thirds.
PART B – White Balance

QUESTIONS – PART B
1. When would you adjust the white balance?

2. Why does your camera get it wrong?

3. How do you know if you got it correct?

ASSIGNMENT – PART B
· Take a photo of the same “scene” 3 times (or more):

· Use all the white balance settings your camera has.

· One photo must have the proper white balance.

*Remember - All photos should be interesting, in focus, and obey the rule of thirds.

PART C – High Key and Low Key

      RESEARCH – PART C
· Find examples of high key and low key images online (to make sure you understand what they are).

ASSIGNMENT – PART C
· Take at least one High Key and one Low Key image, that are ‘properly exposed’.

· The images must be quality, and show that you understand the concepts of high and low key, and must be properly exposed.

· You should aim for ‘meaning’ with these images and try to evoke emotion from the viewer.

· You must include a screenshot of the histogram for each image in your document.

*Remember - All photos should be interesting, in focus, and obey the rule of thirds.

You will answer the questions in a word document, insert the images (properly labelled) at a proper size and resolution, and save it. You will show the finished work to Mrs. O’Brien who will check it to ensure it is complete and it shows you understand the concepts (it must be complete – no option). If it is complete, your mark will be 10/10. If it is not, your mark will be 0/10.

The high key and low key images will each be marked out of 10 according to the following:

· Is it a good example of the term and shows understanding?

· Is it properly exposed?

· Is it creative and evokes emotion and has a meaning?

· Are screenshots of the histograms included?
