II. Assignment

Part I

You will take a portrait using the studio lights, using each of the following types of lighting, created by moving the light source in relation to the subject:

a. Broad Lighting

b. Short Lighting

c. Butterfly Lighting

d. Rembrandt Lighting

e. Side Lighting

f. ¾ to Full length portrait

Part II

You will take one of the above images, and edit it to create a photoshopped version that is more ‘attractive’. You should experiment with and use the following tools:

· Lighting and contrast

· Clone /Heal
· Blur/smooth

· Liquify

· Other tools (online sources can be used as well)

III. To Hand In
The project must be created as a powerpoint, that must include the following:

(1) 6 lighting sample images, with each one labeled appropriately.

(2) 1 image, edited extensively to be more ‘attractive’ as a before edit and after edit.

(3) Self – evaluation form (either in the powerpoint or as a separate word document).
