Assignment #7 – Aperture

The assignment is to learn how to effectively use and control aperture.

QUESTIONS

1. What is depth of field?  

2. When would you use a wide open aperture? What ‘number’ would that be? 

3. When would you use a narrow aperture? What ‘number’ would that be?
4. Find images that are good examples of questions 2-3. 

ASSIGNMENT

You will hand in a minimum of 3 edited images, and show them to the class.  You will need to experiment and take a number of images and choose your strongest, ensuring that:

· the elements and principles are considered

· rule of thirds is considered

· exposure is correct

· focus is good (for the purpose of each image – see details below)

· the image is creative and interesting

1. Shallow depth of field – the aperture settings must be labelled and / or included. (background is very blurry get closer to the object you want and take the object further away from the background)
2. Medium depth of field - the aperture settings must be labelled and / or included
3. Large depth of field - the aperture settings must be labelled and / or included (everything is in focus, be far back from what you are taking a picture of)

EVALUATION

Each image will be evaluated out of 10 according to the following criteria:

· Is it a good example of the term?

· Is it free from un-necessary blur?

· Is it properly exposed?

· Is it creative?

· Does it grab the viewer’s attention?

· Does it show good use of the elements and principles?

· Does it show good attention to the rule of thirds?

· Is the background distracting?

· Is it cropped well (both in camera and in photoshop) or are things ‘oddly cut off’?
